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The course will trace Tolstoy’s development as a writer and a deeply conflicted if fascinating thinker. Readings include Childhood, The Sevastopol Stories, The Cossacks, Anna Karenina, The Death of Ivan Il’ich, The Kreutzer Sonata, as well as some of Tolstoy’s philosophical and political works. 
No knowledge of Russian is necessary.
